Read a Rama to celebrate Week of the 
Young Child in collaboration with 
Childcare Resources, Alabama Public 
Television- Early Childhood Education, 
Alabama Academy of Pediatrics- Reach 
Out and Read, Literacy Council of Central 
Alabama and the Birmingham Zoo.  

 Six Sundays for School Success – working 
with the Blueprint for School Readiness, 
early childhood leaders in our community 
will reach out to local faith-based 
institutions focusing on the importance of 
school success and school readiness in the 
fall of 2010. 

 SB6 introduced a pre-school math 
curriculum into the program this fall.  
Teacher trainings occurred in August and 
the teachers and children are very 
enthusiastic about the curriculum 
enhancement.  

 SB6 continues to partner with the Junior 
League of Birmingham on the Imagination 
Library in Jefferson County and is 
expanding partnerships for Imagination 
Library for children from birth to age 5 in 
St. Clair, Shelby, Blount and Walker

Language and Comprehension screen (ELLCO) 
was conducted in all 23 classrooms. Action plans 
were developed to address specific areas of 
development for classrooms and teachers. 

  Training and Technical Assistance: 540 hours of 
technical assistance and training was provided at 
SB6 centers in the fall. This is a proven effective 
model for improving early learning and quality 
child care in Central Alabama. 

 Educator Quality Enhancements:  4 teachers 
enrolled in the Child Development Association 
Certification program and other education 
programs. Success By 6 assists teachers with 
funding for books or other supplies for their 
professional development.

 Healthy Kids/ Healthy Communities- 
Success By 6 facilitates the Community 
Healthy Living Index (CHLI) a national 
YMCA developed tool to assess policies 
and environmental issues impacting 
healthy living in community settings.  

 SB6 team members continue to 
participate in Children’s Policy Councils 
in the 5 counties and hold leadership 
roles in Jefferson and Shelby Counties. 

 SB6 leads the Office for School Readiness 
Advisory Board for Jefferson County
